Under 6 Division
Players on a side: Teams will have from 5 players with 3 players on the field every quarter.

Children play to have fun and should be treated as children, not as mini adults.

Player’s Equipment: Shinguards are mandatory. Balls used in division are size 3. Socks should be worn over shinguards.

Game Time: A game consists of 4 quarters of 5 minutes each, with a 2 minute water break between the first and second quarters, a 5- 10 minute halftime, and another water break between the third and fourth quarters.

Playing Time: No player shall play 4 quarters until everyone has played 3 quarters. Players willing. 

Goalkeepers:  Goalkeepers are not used in this division.

Coaches should determine which team starts and the other team will start at the second half. Second and Fourth quarters start with the team who had possession of a throw in or goal kick when time was ended.

Goal Kicks, Corner Kicks, Throw Ins and Fouls: Standard laws regarding goal kicks, corner kicks, fouls and throw ins apply to Under 6 games. Players will be allowed a second chance at throw ins. All fouls are indirect kicks. Referee may be used at games to help teach the players about the rules, enforce safe play, and keep time. However, the coaches generally oversee the game. When a referee is not present.

Substitutions: All AYSO games limit substitutions to the end of the quarters, halftime, and if an injury occurs.

Minimum 3 players to play. Players may be shared with a short-sided game.

League Standings: No league standings are kept in the Under 6 division. Every player receives an award for participation. 

Parents, Coaches, and Players from both teams exchange handshakes after each game.

No individual shall be allowed to run the length of the field except participants of the game.

Parents and Coaches should encourage players, but not coach or instruct during game time.

Spectators are not allowed behind either goal

No team shall play without a registered and Safe haven certified adult coach and /or asst. coach.

Each team must provide a certified Asst. Referee/ Linesman (2 recommended) to avoid a forfeit.
